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United Nations MDG Video Contest

The UN Office in Georgia announces a video contest for students throughout the country to span across
poverty, youth problems, disease, maternal and child deaths, education, gender equality and sustainability
environmental and other issues that youth find important to the country.

The contest aims to empower emerging journalists by providing them an opportunity to showcase their
talent by portraying the MDGs in the most creative way. It is our hope that these will be human interest
stories that demonstrate the importance of working together for the common good - a decent life for every
Georgian citizen.

No previous experience is required, but an extremely great motivation. You can demonstrate your creative
ability as the content is completely up to you!

Every participant should shoot a 2-minute maximum video in length. Video must meet the main criteria — it
must involve the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) message in some way and could have a plot or
theme that revolves around any of these seven goals:

e Eradicate extreme poverty

e Ensure coherence of Georgian education systems with the educational systems of
developed countries through improved quality and institutional set up

e Promote gender equality and empower women

e Reduce child mortality

e Improve maternal health

e Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria and other diseases

e Ensure environmental sustainability

For example, video can focus on any environmental activity, issue, or topic. Examples would be a video about
climate change, or a video recording a successful environmental project that has made a community a
healthier and happier place to live. Examples of video on education would be a story on youth problem:s,
problems of public schools in regions, etc.

All entries are judged equally based on: Content originality (quality of storyline, and script), production
(camera work and shot composition), post-production (editing and flow, image, color, and lighting), and
sound quality.

Winners will be selected by a judging panel of UN communication specialists, TV professionals consisting of
producers, production companies, and other professionals who are looking for the next generation of
creatively talented journalists out there.

Winners will be announced in December 2010. Winners will be notified by email and/or mail and will also be
listed on the UN website at www.ungeorgia.ge
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The winners will receive a cash prize of USS700 in each of seven categories. The winning spots will be
featured on UN and UN Agencies web sites.

2.) Entries must be max. 2 minutes in length (including front and back credits) stored on DVD, regardless of
original shooting format.

3.) Entrants may submit multiple entries.

4.) Video must be suitable and appropriate for an audience of all ages. Videos that promote violence,
hostility or any kind of discrimination will not be accepted.

5.) Videos that are submitted must be entrants original work, not aired and shall not infringe on any
copyrights or any other rights of any third parties.

6.) Entry materials (DVD's) submitted will not be returned to the entrant.
