2.      Leaders For Our Future (LFOF, 16 July-3 August 2017) for High School students. The only summer 
school specifically designed to offer youth the possibility to discuss and learn how the international community 
structure works, explore economy, politics, and civil society, open windows for their future, develop their 
Leadership potential and multicultural competencies and discover the importance of networking. 

3.      Chania-Med Forum on Economy, Energy, Politics and Power (27-30 July 2017) for decision makers, 
and everyone interested to learn more on the broader implications of the current international status. The 
interrelation between current developments will be addressed through extensive discussions with expert 
prominent leaders, the business community, academia and international organizations.
