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The University of International Business and Economics (UIBE), situated near the Olympic Business Center of Beijing,
was founded in 1951. UIBE is a national key university under the leadership of the Ministry of Education and the Minis-
try of Commerce, and is one of the first batch of universities to be included in "project 211", also participated in the
"Double-First Class" initiative.
