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Body of the Paper

The text of the actual paper should be no longer than 10 pages, including bibliographical references, illustrations, charts and/or maps. Please keep in mind that whatever charts, figure or maps you may include, they should be only in black and white format, in order to be printed. 

The main text format should be Times New Roman, size 12, 1.5 spaced, justified. Leave one blank line of 12 between the body of the paper and the keywords. Also, leave a 6 points space after each paragraph. 
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
