1+1+2 Program
Students who undertake the “1+1+2” program be-
tween ZISU and the University of Wisconsin-River 
Falls (UWRF) study abroad at UWRF for the entire 
duration of their sophomore year. During their stay 
at UWRF, they are scheduled to visit and observe 
classes in primary schools nearby every week. More-
over, they will host some workshops and lectures 
to local audiences to introduce Chinese culture. 

Teaching Chinese in Mexico
