Host buddy program

students who volunteered for this program. During the program students will help foreign
students to settle down and get familiar with the campus and the surroundings, meanwhile
both sides will have a culture exchange, practice foreign languages they are studying. For
taking part in this program foreign students will need to sign-up after receiving the
confirmation that they are accepted to study at ZISU.
