This course aims to teach students are able to apply the basic principles of natural systems and 
the built environment as well as concept of sustainable development to civil engineering includ-
ing to design Civil Buildings with the concept of green building and sustainability.

tainability concept of Civil Engineering (zero waste, efficiency, hierarchy waste management, 
waste and pollution carrying capacity of the environment, sustainable consumption and pro-
duction); concept of Green Building (LEED) Green Building Criteria: Sustainable sites (EIA); Wa-
ter efficiency: Energy and atmosphere; materials and natural resources; Innovation and design 
process; Green Building concept Strategy: Example of Green Building concept in Indonesia, and 
other nation; Environmental Law and other regulations, ISO 14001

The aim of this course is students can fully understand and explain systematically some environ-
mental issues of global concern that requires international cooperation in handling and man-
agement.
