Different approaches and perspectives from the
fields of social sciences and humanities will be introduced and discussed between Georgian, Finnish, and
Belarusian academics and students. In addition to widening the students’ understanding of the areas in
question, the pedagogical aim of the autumn school is to improve the teamwork, negotiation and
argumentation skills of the students and to give them an opportunity to prepare a presentation in an
international and multidisciplinary group.
