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As it is well known, the objectives of history representation,
as well as research methods and styles applied, content and
structure of history narratives and their social functions vary in
different epochs and societies. This fact was realized only in 20th
c. with the history professionalization.

The historians got interested not only in representing past
happenings but also in answering questions concerning the
nature of history representation. How the past was represented,
how it is represented and how it has to be represented?

The goal of the conference is to provide answers to these
questions.

The tasks through solving of which the said goal is possible
to achieve are as follows:

a) comparing various case-studies;

b) elaborating the general problems of history research.

Large-scale international conference on subject would create
the favorable atmosphere for provoking and fulfilling the
cooperation between academics.

Academician Mariam Lordkipanidze’s great contribution to
the historiography stimulates wide circle of scholars to participate
in the conference and creates fruitful soil for solving main tasks of
the conference.
